Project Description:

The project is to complete a state-level survey of the historic architecture of Cannon Hill
Park Addition on Spokane’s South Hill. Cannon Hill Park Addition is a distinctive neighborhood
of historic homes on curvilinear and diagonal streets developed between 1912 and 1940 around
the 15 acre Cannon Hill Park, the most intact Olmsted-designed park in Spokane. Cannon Hill
Park Addition contains some of Spokane’s best examples of Craftsman style homes, several of
which have been featured in Inside the Bungalow: America’s Arts & Crafts Interior by Paul
Duscherer and Douglas Keister.

Why Now?

As far back as 1998, Manito/Cannon Hill Neighborhood has requested that the City
provide an historic survey of the neighborhood. Historic surveys are typically used to identify
historic resources for future neighborhood planning.

City staff does not have time to do this work and relies on grant funding for this type of
project, but grants typically require matching funds (other neighborhoods have used CD funds
for this work). In 2006, special grant funding for historic survey became available that did not
require a match. City staff applied for the funding and was awarded a $9,000 grant from the
Washington State Historic Preservation Office.

Boundaries:
The project will survey Cannon Hill Park Addition, which is bounded roughly by South Lincoln
and South Bernard Streets, and West 16th and West 25th Avenues.

Neighborhood Participation:

An historic preservation committee of volunteers will be needed to work with city staff on the
project. The committee would meet approximately monthly from January-July. Volunteer
activities include photography, research, and communication about the project.
