Nettleton’s Addition Historic District roughly bounded by Mission Avenue to the
north, Bridge Avenue to the south, Chestnut Street to the east and "A” Street
to the west in Spokane

has been listed in the National Register of Historic Places, where it joins other
properties which contribute to the rich cultural heritage of Washington State.
Nettleton’s Addition Historic District is historically significant as an intact example
of street-car suburb. The area consists of 905 contributing structures mainly in the
Craftsman, Colonial and Tudor styles. The district also has a high concentration of kit
houses designed and built by the Chamberlain Real Estate Company. The district holds
the distinction of being the largest historic district in the State in terms of numbers of
properties within the district boundaries.

The National Register records the tangible reminders of the history of the United States
and is the official repository for documentation of cultural resources worthy of
preservation.
